HILLSBORO CITY COUNCIL MEETING May 14, 2007 Page

In attendance were President Richard Donley, Mayor Richard Zink, Safety-Service
Director Ralph Holt, Auditor Gary Lewis, Law Director Fred Beery and Clerk Beverly
Brown

President Donley opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL: Mr. Kevin Chambers, Mr. Lee Koogler, Mr. John Levo, Mrs. Bonnie
Parr, Mr. David Shoemaker, Mr. Charles Walker and Mr. Tim Y oung

ABSENT: None

Mr. Lewis led the assembly in prayer followed by Mayor Zink leading in the “Pledge of
Allegiance”. The minutes of April 9, 2007 meeting were approved as presented.

MONTHLY REPORTS: Reports had been received from: Income Tax Bureau, Street
Department, Fire Department, Life Squad, Wastewater Treatment Plant, Water Meter
Department, Hillsboro Public Utilities, Water Treatment Plant, Water/Sewer
Maintenance Department, Auditor’s Office and Police Department.

PUBLIC REQUESTS:

1. Request from Art Reiber for Hillsboro City Schools to use the property and barn on
the south US 62 property for FFA/VoAg animal projects. Mayor Zink read from the
Code of Ordinances regarding animals that stated animals could not be housed within one
hundred feet of an inhabited dwelling and said the barn the school wished to utilize was
not within that parameter. Mr. Levo said that what he could find was that livestock was
not permitted to run loose. There was a question of whether or not they needed to take a
vote on the issue.

Mr. Beery said, “I think it is legally permissible. I think that anytime you keep such
animals; one could escape. So it might be as courtesy to go ahead and authorize that
particular activity just to settle the question so nobody’s upset because one got loose; got
out on the highway; something happen. I don’t think the motion’s necessarily out of
order; technically speaking it’s not necessary but there’s always that possibility that
something could happen.”

President Donley asked Mrs. Parr to take this into the Community Enhancement
Committee and maybe get with the Law Director for language that should go into any
waiver concerning liability connected with this request. She could then report to the full
Council at the next meeting.

2. A request from the Provident Company for a Resolution of Support concerning
Treewood Apartments. A resolution has been prepared to be presented later in the
meeting.

3. A request from the Hillsboro Lions Club requesting use of Liberty Park on July 4™
2007 for the fireworks display. Mr. Y oung made a motion to allow the use of the park
for the display and Mr. Koogler seconded the motion. All members present voted yea.

4. A request from James Wisecup of 127 East Pleasant Street for a handicapped parking
gpacein front of hisresidence. Thisitemisin the Street & Safety Committee with a
report from Mr. Walker later in the meeting.

COMMUNICATIONS:

1. A letter from Time Warner informing the public of high definition availability. Also
the availability of Major League Baseball on a “pay per view” basis.



CITIZEN COMMENTS:

Greg Vanzant spoke saying that he was representing Hauke-Dragoo Properties. He said
that he thought the city still had the petition requesting a zoning change from Residential
A to Residential B for the eight acres behind Sherwood Drive. He said they had been to
Council amonth ago and it was referred to Planning Commission for reconsideration. He
said that the Planning Commission did not see fit to allow the change. He thought the
overwhelming number of local residents in attendance swayed the numbers.

He said that he was there to speak in behalf of the property owner who aso has aright.
He said that he didn’t want to say that those were totally glossed over but there was little
if any discussion about that so they were renewing their request for that rezoning. He
still said all along that the proper standard of review of these matters should be the best
possible use of the land in question. Nobody has a better notion of that then the
landowner himsalf.

He said that the owner was interested in development and he was self-serving in that
respect, but all of the voices speaking out against it are also very self-serving. Besides
the situation that Mr. Dragoo finds himself in in respect to the eight acreswasin large
part created by the city. There was alot of other land adjacent to the eight acres that was
at one time also zoned Residential A; we’ll refer to those as the Phillips tracts. Some
years ago for some reason those were changed to Business C. Of course al they were
requesting was Residential B which isamuch more restrictive use than Business C.

We’re absolutely blocked in between Industrial E and Business C land and it’s almost
impossible; if not impossible; to develop that, market that as Residential A. 1t would
seem to him to be very consistent with good planning that we have a transition between
the Residential A, i.e. Sherwood; and the Industrial E land on the other side of the tract in
question. Whether it be Business C or Residential B; it’s Residential B that we’re
reguesting.

Nevertheless, since the last time that we met with City Council, Mr. Dragoo has agreed
since much of the concerns that appear with local residents was the construction of
apartments; he has agreed and has already executed a deed of restrictions that would
simply; and thiswas read at the Planning Commission meeting; that would restrict the
eight acres against the construction of apartments. He’s willing to go that far. In fact
he’s already had the eight acres surveyed, he’s executed the deed. I’d be glad to pass it
around.

Mr. Koogler asked, “In terms of the deed, what specific language is there that is creating
this restrictive covenant that you suggest?” Mr. Vanzant responded that basically what
Hauke-Dragoo Properties is doing is “Quit Claiming” the eight acres and again surveying
out a separate tract, “Quit Claiming” it to itself, but with these restrictions now attached.

It reads as follows: “The construction of improvements on or within the described
premises shall be limited to single-family residence and/or condominiums, detached
automobile storage garage and out buildings. The restrictive covenant shall run with the
land, be binding on the grantee herein and successors.” Mr. Vanzant said that his
contention all along has been that the property as it stands is serving people other than the
property owner, more so than the property owner. One can certainly make the
constitutional argument that it’s taken private lands for public use without any just
compensation.

Mr. Vanzant said that he would encourage the city to check with the Law Director for
guidance. Mr. Koogler asked if Council wereto grant a changing of the zoning with the
restrictive covenants; what would be Mr. Vanzant’s position legally in terms of the ability
to have those changed in time. In other words, how binding does Mr. Vanzant really
believe that they would ultimately be? Mr. Vanzant said that the verbage causes it to run
with land and he had talked with Mr. Beery when the idea for the deed came up. At that
time it was Mr. Beery’s contention that the City through its Zoning Commission could
enforceit.



Mr. Koogler said that he would tend to agree but his concern was that ultimately if there
was a situation that would arise down the road that the restrictive covenants no longer
benefited the land or surrounding lands that a court could see fit ultimately to relax the
restrictions. Mr. Vanzant said that he supposed depending on the creativity of the
plaintiff’s attorney but again that would require much expense and time on behalf of the
landowner whether it’s Mr. Dragoo or somebody down the line. Hopefully by then the
land has been devel oped and improved so that would really become a moot point.

Mr. Shoemaker for clarification asked Mr. Vanzant if the only reason they are requesting
rezoning is for the condominiums. Mr. Vanzant answered in the affirmative and Mr.
Shoemaker continued saying that if single-family homes were built then that would be
okay in Residential A. Mr. Vanzant said that marketing single-family contiguous to
Industrial and Business land; is not an easy thing to do. He said the marketing multi-
family dwellingsis much easier to accomplish.

Mr. Chambers asked Mr. Beery for his opinion on this issue. Mr. Beery replied, “The
concerns | have are not exactly the ones that Mr. Vanzant raises. It’s the same old
concerns about any land use control laws that you make. Y ou need transition areas,
which Mr. Vanzant used that buzzword. Y ou need not to have spot zoning that is lands
uncharacteristically singled out for particular land use that is just totally inapplicable to
them practically speaking. Using you consciences as stewards of the City; you make the
judgments about how you can meet those requirements. Y es, some of the pitfalls you
look for are; ‘Is there equal protection of the laws?’ which is a constitutional argument
and, ‘Is this an unjustified taking without compensation?’ Those are difficult concepts
for laypeople mostly. Y ou sort of have to rely on legal counsel to tell you when you stray
into one of those areas.

Now, as far asthis particular project and this particular issue, probably would not serve
the City well for me to pontificate about ‘What if this or what if that?’ You might be
better served to consult me privately for two reasons. One, each of you may have your
own ideas about what is the better course of action here and you don’t want me to sell out
your position too soon. Y ou may have alegally defensible position that you want to take
on this, in which case my obligation isto seeto it that that follows through. Y ou might
want to think about some of those issues but then consult with me. Y ou can have an
executive session anytime you want; right now; to get my legal opinion onit. Thenwe
can discuss what legally defensible positions there are for any action that you choose to
take; favorable or unfavorable.”

At thistime President Donley said he thought they should go into executive sessionin an
attempt to find aresolution to this rather than requiring more time. Executive session
began at 7:23 p.m. and came back at 7:40 p.m.

Mary Brown Turner of 352 Johnson Street #19 explained that once upon atime she had
been avery, very proud member of Habitat for Humanity. She said anyone who was on
East Walnut Street would see that they appear to have an invasion of something out of
this earth or out of planet Mars on the corner of Johnson and East Walnut. She said that
she was sorry to complain but she came as a citizen asking what can she as acitizen, asa
person who cares about the community; what can she do?

She said that she wasn’t pointing any fingers at anybody but she wanted to know what
was possible for her to do. She said she would not contribute anymore because what she
saw in her town was an abomination. She just wanted to know what she could do about
the situation.

Mayor Zink asked Chief Thompson how many times he had been down there and the
response was several times. Mayor Zink said that he knew of three times and it lasts for
about two weeks and then it’s right back where it was. Mrs. Turner said that she would
do anything that they would suggest that islegally within the law. She said if it was
necessary to sue she would ask lawyers exactly how that should be handled. She said
that she was getting sick of her hands being tied when they need to do something about it.
She said she could pray for the situation but the Lord expected them to aso help.



Mr. Holt explained that they have begun to send registered letters to those persons that
don’t mow their grass, don’t keep their house and he asked Mr. Beery if it was necessary
for the Police Department when they go to visit those people or could they ticket them at
that time because they have aready received adequate notice to clean up their home. Mr.
Berry said that if they have received a notice and they fail to abide by the terms of the
notice, at that point they arein violation. At that point they could be cited. Mr. Holt for
clarification asked if when they sent the registered letters and get the response back and
they know the dates when the compliance date is; if the police go out on that date and it’s
not cleaned up; at that time they can write aticket. Correct? Mr. Beery answered in the
affirmative.

Keith Gilmore of 113 Robin Lane spoke regarding the rezoning of the eight acres behind
Sherwood Drive. He said that he couldn’t understand how that person was being
deprived of their property rights. He said that they could still build residential homes
there and he didn’t understand the argument that high-dollar condos would be more likely
to sell there than single-family homes. He said that he had spoken to an attorney since
the Planning Commission meeting and was told that Mr. Dragoo could sell it for
residential devel opment with restrictions and he could go in after homes had been built
and still get the zoning changed.

President Donley put thisissue into the Zoning and Annexation Committee of Council,
Mr. Young, chairman. He said that they would have aresolution prepared for the next
Council meeting giving members a chance to review what has been presented and then
bring it to a vote next month.

Bill Shoemaker of Provident Properties was there representing the request for aresolution
of support for Treewood. Mr. Chambers asked how many dollars they were going to put
into the complex and Mr. Bill Shoemaker said maybe two million dollars.

Thefirst thing | would like to clear up is my miscalculations on the savings | reported on
bidding the mowing of Liberty Park. When | reported the savings of over $40,000 | had
subtracted the salary of George Stroemer, the cost of restroom cleaning and the cost of
mowing from the total park budget. | mistakenly overlooked to subtract expenses such as
insurance, utilities and so on. With that being said, the correct calculated savings for
bidding out the mowing of Liberty Park is approximately $22,000. The exact amount
will be presented at the closure of the park thisfall.



Next, there were twenty-nine candidates for the firefighter/EM S eligible to take the
agility test for fulltime employment. Sixteen passed, nine no-shows and four failed. On
May fifth | attended the test at the fairgrounds and was quite impressed by the
organization of the test and also the performance of the firefighters and the physical
capabilities they need to perform. We will be conducting interviews in the very near
future. The captain’s test has been taken and all seven candidates passed so we will be
doing interviews for the captain, | think it is the 23 but in the near future.

Sewer camerawork has been going much better on the southeast section of town than it
did on the southwest section. There’s still one area left to complete and that should be
done thisweek. Asyou al know we have tremendous sanitary sewer line problems. We
now have the CD showing what we have and need to repair. In order for the citizens of
Hillsboro to see what lies beneath our city, | will be scheduling town meetings with a
video presentation to show the residents of the problems we’re faced with. I don’t think a
lot of folks understand the reason the EPA issued mandates earlier this year. Hopefully
the videos will give the residents the opportunity to see the problems and can ask
guestions they may have. Dates and times of the town meetings will be announced in the
near future.

The first week of May Ralph and | drove around and spotted potholes in the city and
made a list of them and gave them to the street crew. I know we didn’t get them all but
they did get alot of them. The ones we addressed were the worst ones and they got them
taken care of.

Aswe talked about earlier; residents who fail to keep their yards to an acceptable length;
we would like for any resident with complaints to please call the mayor’s office, 393-
5219 to report the street address. Thiswill alow our office to send a notice of
noncompliance before the Police Department is notified for a citation.

| would aso like to send abig “Thank you” to Bob and Dorothy Hodson. They have
generously donated the flowers that will be placed in the planters in the uptown business
area. Dorothy has made arrangements for the planting and also for the watering and
caretaking of the plants. I would like to say “Thank You” again to Bob and Dorothy and
if you see them out you might want to thank them for that.

| also talked to Art Reiber, Superintendent of Schools. He hasinformed me that the
Washington School site on East Street will be ready for the Fire Department construction
sometime in August, 2007.

Also the Bicentennial banners that will be displayed around town, were donated by
individual businesses and will be in tomorrow, on Tuesday. Hopefully, that is when they
are supposed to be here. The Street Department plans to put them up yet this week.

And now another thing | would like to urge Council on; I’ve mentioned this several
times; we need to get together and make a decision on a police building. So far we
haven’t come up with anything and we’ve been temporarily housed in the Justice Center
for ayear and ahaf and we need to redlly sit down and come to a solution of whether
we’re going to try to remodel the building uptown; tear it down and build a new one, or
try to put it on the Washington School site or what’s going to have to happen. Time is
beginning to run short and | know the policemen are having problems not having enough
place to interview people. They have to run uptown to get their records which they are
not able to house out at the Justice Center. With all that said, I’d really appreciate it if
Council could get back on track and make some moves on this building. Anyone have
any questions?

SAFETY-SERVICE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:

| got acall from Mr. Mike Winkleman; heis with the Flying Club that flew the remote
controlled planes at Liberty Park and they lost access where the club used to fly their

planes. He was asking if we could provide another way into that Flying Club location.
The road that used to be used can no longer be used by citizens because the Ohio EPA



stated that it was too close to the Sludge field. | would like for the President of Council to
place thisin committee to seeif an aternative road is even feasible for that location.

The city met with Tom Tyler and Susan Daniels on May 8" to discuss the Hillsboro
Grand Prix Bicycle Race. Therace will be held Saturday, May 26™. 1t will be held on
the same course as last year. It will begin at 5:30 p.m. and should be completed with
trophies given by 9:30 p.m. All required city departments attended the meeting.

Today the Mayor, Mr. Shoemaker, Randy Barr, Rob Coomer, Bob Creamer and | met
with Wayne Cannon. Wayne isthe field agent with RCAP; Rural Community Assistance
Program. What RCAP will do at no cost will show us the process of what our costs with
water and sewer and how we need to look at what our expenses are now and how they
will keep up with replacement costs for the future by building water and sewer reserves
for maintenance and capital. | would appreciate if President of Council would put thisin
committee to review this process. That’s the end of my report.

President Donley placed the request from the Flying Club in Mr. Walker’s Street &
Safety Committee. He then placed RCAP into Mr. Shoemaker’s Utilities Committee for
review.

Mayor Zink mentioned that he and Mr. Levo had on different shirtsthat are on sale in the
Mayor’s Office for $20 each and they are for the Hillsboro Bicentennial celebration. Mr.
Levo said that it was one way for Council members and city employees to show their
support for the Hillsboro Bicentennial.

AUDITOR’S REPORT:

Y ou have in your packets this evening the Y ear-to-Date Fund report and the Y ear-to-Date
Bank report. Asyou can see the total balance available in the banksis equal to the
unexpended balance in the funds. One note that | would like to make about the reports
that | provide you on amonthly basis; the state auditors would like for me to provide
Council with more detail. | kind of struggled with that with coming up with reports that
would not lead to information overload on your part. | could provide you with detailed
expense and revenue reports, however; they are somewhat lengthy; both of them
combined would be about thirty pageslong. | would like some input from anyone on
Council asto what information you would like to see. Please see me after the meeting or
anytime for that matter whenever you come up with an ideaand | will see how best to
incorporate your ideas into a user-friendly format. Just so you can be more informed as
well as the public.

Again, if the detail of the expense and revenue reports is something that you would really
like to see; by all means we can provide that for you.

Legidation | have prepared that is before you this evening is asfollows. Res. 07-15 An
ordinance for the financing of the lease/purchase of the equipment previously authorized
by Council. Weintend to close the financing on June 6" and therefore | request waiving
the three-readings so it will be in place at the time of closing. To date we have received
the front-end loader and the vac truck and the cruisers are on their way.

Res. 07-22 is aresolution requesting an increase in appropriations in the 508 Sewer
Replacement Fund and the 509 Wastewater Improvement Fund. Thisincreaseis
requested so we can handle the outflow and the inflow more efficiently as we progress
with our sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements. And again that the three-reading
rule be waived on that. Essentially we have a lot of the financing that’s coming in is
reimbursable so that will go out and then it will come back in and that’s what these funds
will be used for so we can balance out. It would be very cumbersome to see where we
can go through in different line items and pick out sometimes pretty good chunks of
funds. If we increase those appropriations we’ll be able to do that through these funds
without harming the department heads’ funds and that sort of thing. This is a cash flow
issue.



Res. 07-21 is aresolution to increase appropriations in the Fire Department to handle a
$9,000 donation received from the Cassner Foundation. Since we have aready received
the funds and it is in the bank waiting for transfer; again I’'m requesting that the three-
reading rule be waived on that as well.

Now, on a personal note; as most of you know, I’m an avid runner and I use the roads
and trails at Liberty Park extensively for training and for pleasure. And whilethetrails
are adequate, they could be improved and added to. And with the recent changes with the
way that we maintain the park; now is an ideal timeto form avoluntary group for the
purpose of improving the park and making it more attractive to visitors. And the idea
that | have would be to form a group patterned after the VIP (Volunteers in Parks)
program that the state hasin its parks. While my interest liesin the expansion and
improvement of the trails, others may wish to volunteer for other purposes and reap the
benefits offered by the group as awhole.

For instance the picnic area needs more tables and resting benches and a well-groomed
and maintained area would most certainly be used every day. Right now I think we have
just one usable picnic table, but there’s not a day that goes by when I’m out there that |
see somebody stopped and they’re eating their lunch or dinner sometimes with their kids
and family. So even with the limited amount of tables that we have there now, it gets
used every day and | think if we had something more attractive there for more people; we
would see even more people in our parks.

In addition to that also donations could be solicited at the various sporting events with the
intent of having all the donations go toward improving of that club’s grounds so it would
be more attractive and user friendly. Last year Mr. Tissot was very generous in donating
for the improvement of the playground. I’m sure others would like to share their
generosity and see peopl e enjoy the benefits of their generosity. So, therefore; | am
regquesting Council permission and a vote of support to explore this possibility and to
proceed if thereis an interest among the public to do so. That’s all I have.

Mr. Levo asked about the report from the Income Tax Bureau and Mr. Lewis said, “If
you notice in your reports you’ll kind of see the previous report showed increases; seven
percent and the last maybe ten percent increase over last year. Then all of a sudden you
get this report this month where it shows like a zero percent increase with regard to the
income taxes. That isaresult realy of just timing on the calendar. The 30™ of April is
where that quarter of income tax was due and that was on a Monday so as most people do
they wait till that last minute to mail out their income taxes. Well, everything closes on
April 30" for the City, so you have this report which does not show; doesn’t really reflect
the true amount of income on the income taxes. What occurred between May 1% and
May 4™ that week; you had amuch larger influx than what you would typically have of
some rather sizable income tax settlements. This month you don’t see that increase
which you typically would; but next month you will see that.”

Mr. Koogler made a motion to support Mr. Lewis’ idea to do some improvements at
Liberty Park and Mr. Y oung seconded the motion. All members present voted yea.

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT- Mr. Young

On April 17, 2007 the Hillsboro Planning Commission held their monthly meeting. The
first thing on the agenda was Mr. Greg Vanzant representing Mr. Dragoo owner of the
property behind Sherwood Drive presented the committee with a copy of a deed he
thought would take care of the issues the residents in the areahad. Mr. Vanzant said that
Mr. Dragoo had no intention of allowing apartments or subsidized housing in the area but
realized that those were only words. Mr. Dragoo would be willing to sign a deed that
would restrict the eight acres against apartments and any type of subsidized housing. In
other words the eight acres can only be improved with single-family dwellings or condos.

Mr. Vanzant was asked if that restriction would stay on no matter what and he said

“Absolutely”. He was then asked if it could be changed by the city and Mr. Vanzant said
that the language and the restrictions makes it such that it runs with the land regardl ess of
how many timesit transfers. The comment was made from the audience that as residents



near the tract of land; there were seventy signatures on the petition. They hoped that
Planning Commission as well as City Council would listen to what was being said. Later
someone in the audience asked everyone that wanted to leave things the way they were;
to stand up and just about everybody in the audience did stand up. A motion was made
and seconded to leave the zoning on the eight acres the way it isnow. All but one
member voted yea.

Next on the agenda was the Michael Kenner Trustee Subdivision represented by Wade
West. He was asking to have land off of North East Street and near Speigle Street
divided into five separate lots. There was discussion on access to water and sewer. Also
it was determined that they needed to look at Speigle Street to seeif it could be used for
access to the property. A motion was made to approve four of the lots off of North East
Street since they did meet city requirements. All voted yes. Another motion was made to
table the other lot until more information could be gathered. Again, al voted yes.

REPORT OF THE STANDING COMMITTEES-
FINANCE COMMITTEE — Mr. Koogler, Chairman

After several busy months since the beginning of the year, Finance did not meet this past
month, however; | would like to have a meeting this month, once again in regards to the
financing and construction of Police and Fire Departments. Furthermore, would like that
committee to have a meeting with the architect as well to get some further feedback on
what our possible solutions are, because really before we know what we’re financing; we
need to know what we’re building.

PROPERTY MAINTENANCE & RESTORATION-Mr. Chambers, Chairman

First of all 1 would like to apologize to Council, President, Mayor and Safety-Service
Director for not being able to attend some meetings this past month. | had pressing issues
at my primary employment that required that | be there. But | would like to say that with
Councilman Koogler | think maybe ajoint meeting between Property Maintenance and
Restoration Committee and his committee is called for at this point. Considering the fact
that Washington School thing has been drawn out more than we all thought it would be;
with this Police Station | know that there was a piece of property that was on the table at
one point. Evidently that is no longer on the table so we need to move forward with
something from there. So we will get together and have a meeting at some point this
month.

CIVIL SERVICE AND EMPLOYEE RELATIONS- Mr. Levo, Chairman

Although it does not really fall into the category of any of those particular items;
President of Council did request that | do some investigating into hosting of the Car
Cruise-ins that had been held traditionally around the Court House for the past severa
years. | had approached the Hillsboro Uptown Association and due the fact of other
things going on with their organization, just in the process of getting formed and alack of
manpower; they were unable to take on the shows this year.

I’'m pleased that Ron Hennison and a group from the Skate Board area has come forward
and are going to host those shows and conduct them thisyear. And | would liketo turn
the agenda over to Ron at thistime to talk about those shows.

Ron explained that they will have handouts and people from the hospital and Lion’s Club
are going to help with trophys and parking. Mr. Levo said that he planned to be there to
help Ron and he invited other members of Council to do the same.

STREET & SAFETY COMMITTEE- Mr. Walker, Chairman

The first thing on the agendais comprehensive right-of-way ordinance. Shouldn’t that be
in another committee? President Donley asked Mrs. Parr if her committee would look
into this. Mayor Zink said that he would like for Council to allow them to write aletter
stating how important the franchise tax is to the community. Mr. Koogler made a motion



to allow aletter to be written and Mr. Y oung seconded the motion with all members
voting yea.

Mr. Walker continued, “The Safety Committee met on May 17" at 6:15 p.m. First thing
on the agenda was the skate park and Mr. Hennison and two ladies and five or six of the
young people came to the meeting and we discussed some problems at the skate park. |
kind of left it open for them to handle.

The second thing on the agenda was Vaughn Avenue. The committee recommends that
we put up a “dead end street” sign and that a 25 mph sign be installed on Vaughn
Avenue.

Third thing on the agenda and that’s supposed to be Springlake not Springdale and I
won’t say who made the mistake; we’ll let it go at that. Okay, the State of Ohio has done
atraffic study and the committee had some recommendations that they made to us and
the committee decided to recommend that the traffic light at Springlake Avenue be taken
down, turned off. The State recommended highly that that be done. Then on North High
Street in the center of town, the committee also recommends that the first two parking
spaces be eliminated on the west side of South High Street by US Bank. That is so the
semis can give them more room to make aturn up there. Also that the trip bar be moved
back one car length and try that first too; that’s on all four lanes in the center of town,
move thetrip bar back. Alsoin the center of town; the first two parking spaces on the
east side of North High Street by Merchant’s Bank where they’re coming in from east of
town and making aright turn; that we eliminate two parking spaces there al so.

The State informed us or they took atraffic count; there used to be 17,000 come through
the center of town; there’s now twenty in a twelve-hour period. The trucks are having a
time.

Mr. Holt said that he would like to know on the light at Springlake where the State felt
that the light should come out and after looking at the traffic study with the amount of
traffic that turns left onto that and turns right into that; that it doesn’t warrant the light
there. | would like to work with Mr. Bare with the State of Ohio and get the requirements
of what we need to do in order to put the light on flash and then we have to the bag the
light and then take the light away. And | would a so like to work with him on the right
turns uptown to see how the State recommends that we do that.

There was additional discussion on the problems at Springlake and the light at State
Route 138.

UTILITIES COMMITTEE- Mr. Shoemaker, Chairman

The Utilities Committee met on April 7, 2007 at the Highland County Annex Building.
Those in attendance were committee members Tim Y oung and myself. Also attending
were Mayor Zink, Bonnie Parr, John Levo and SSD Holt. Absent was committee
members Kevin Chambers.

What we were supposed to listen to that night but due to an iliness of the presenter, we
were supposed to listen to a consultant about the storm water sewers that we have.
Talking about getting qualifications and giving us more guidance into that.

The committee reviewed awater adjustment request forwarded to committee by SSD
Holt. The committee decided by unanimous decision to decline the adjustment.

The committee received an update from SSD Holt on the clean-out and camering of
sewer lines on the southern section of the city. Mr. Holt said that 3,000 feet to replace
sawer lines will cost approximately $309,000.

The two positions open in the Water/Sewer Maintenance Department have been
narrowed down to three candidates with a decision being made soon.



The new vac truck for the department should be here around June 1¥. DEFA loan for the
upgrading of the sewer plant is on target.

Mr. Holt reported that Mr. Barr had attended a meeting and was contacted by a nonprofit
government agency named Rural Community Assistance Program (RCAP). RCAP
assists communities that attain their water supply from the surface rather than wells.

They come and evaluate water and sewer departments and suggest rate standards for the
municipalities based on future repair and maintenance needs. What we have set up; |
attended the meeting today at the request of the mayor and Mr. Holt to hear more about
this from Mr. Wayne Cannon who is the field representative for RCAP. We set up a
tentative date of June 12" to meet with him, but he was unable to make that. | got an
email from him today so tentatively we’re going to meet Thursday, June 7™ at 5:30 and
I’'m going to try to get that down in the small room. He had a slide presentation that will
take about an hour. I would urge everyone to come to that to get information on this. It’s
a nonprofit; it’s not going to cost the city anything to do this and he will explain more
about how to go about setting up this and he is funded through the EPA grant money. It’s
agood way for us to get information on our standards and if we need to do any further
adjustments, or maybe we’re on track. We hope to have about an hour and I will be
informing people on the June 7™ meeting; where it’s actually going to take place and
what time. That completes my report.

ZONING AND ANNEXATION COMMITTEE- Mr. Young, Chairman

On May 10™ the Zoning and Annexation Committee met at the conference room at the
city administration building. Those present were committee members Bonnie Parr,
Charlie Walker and myself, Tim Young. Also present were Mayor Zink, President of
Council Donley and Councilman Levo.

The only thing on the agenda was the Community Reinvestment Area. The meeting was
used to decide if this was something the committee felt would be good for the city.

The committee was given an overview of what wasinvolved in aCRA. It was explained
that the goal of the program was to stimulate revitalization and retain residents and
businessin designated areas of the city. The program encourages rehabilitation and new
construction of structures through the use of property tax incentives. The incentives are
only based on the increase in property value, not existing value and are limited to afixed
number of years. We aso talked about the different types of CRAS; they are Residentia,
Commercial and Industrial.

All committee members agreed this was something we should pursue. A meeting will be
held before our June Council meeting to start putting the program together.
