All driving entries are to meet/stage at the Parking lot located on Elm St by football stadium.
Head South on Elm St until we reach Walnut Street, where you will turn left then you will head
east towards High St. When you reach High St you will turn left and then head north on High
Street until you reach Beech Street where you will take a left and head west on Beech St. Head
back until you reach original location on Elm St by stadium. Parking lot opens at open at
11:00AM.

All Walking/Marching units meet/stage at the lower parking lot of the old High School (N. Elm
St, across from Family Dollar store) by 5:00 PM.

ALL groups that include live animals (horses, dogs, etc.) in their entry, must have a “pooper
scooper”

Parade Speed Limits is 5 MPH. Please try to keep a 30ft space between your entry and the
entry in front of yours. Be prepared to stop your unit/entry at the announcers stand in the center
town for your entry to be introduced. NO reckless operation of any parade unit

§ 72.087 PLACING INJURIOUS MATERIAL ON ROADWAY.

(C) No operator or occupant of a motor vehicle shall, regardless of intent, throw, drop,
discard, or deposit litter from any motor vehicle in operation upon any street, road, or highway,
except into a litter receptacle in a manner that prevents its being carried away or deposited by
the elements.

Consumption of Alcohol, Wine, Beer, Wassail, Spiked Eggnog, or other intoxicants is NOT
permitted in the staging area or during the parade.

Failure of any participants to comply with the rules listed above will result in being ask to
leave the parade procession by a parade official.
